We would need to conduct a manual review of all relevant records in order to locate and 
retrieve all of the requested information, which would exceed the FOI time limit. 
 
• I would also like a breakdown by ethnicity of the initial level of perceived risk (high, medium or low) 
under which each report was categorised. 
 
When trying to break down the risk level, our database only shows what the final risk level was 
and not initially.  For example:  It may be that a record is initially graded as medium, then 
throughout the investigation raised to high. In order to see the initial grading each record 
would need to be reviewed in order to locate and retrieve all of the requested information and 
this would exceed the FOI time limit.
